Accomplishments  
 

Education and bereavement support continues to be the main 
components of our mission at the SID Network of Ohio.  This past 
fiscal year we accomplished our goals and increased our risk 
reduction/safe sleep education throughout the state.  It is our hope 
that our Infant Safe Sleep Program  for parents and caregivers will 
reinforce the safe way to place babies to sleep.  Our SIDS risk 
reduction trainings reached hundreds of professionals throughout 
the state.  Many parents received our grief packet after the loss of 
their baby to help them cope with the unimaginable grief of losing 
their precious baby.  The SID Network received 177 referrals from 
coroners in the state.  Fifty-one were determined to be SIDS deaths.
