With the inception of our Infant Safe Sleep Program  in 2006, safe 
sleep education continues to be the SID Network of Ohio’s primary 
focus.  The SID Network designed the message and prints it on a 
Gerber Onesies�  brand t-shirt (Naptime, Nighttime … I sleep safer 
on my back in my crib!).  The safe sleep infant t-shirt and our “Keep 
your sleeping baby safe” brochure are distributed through newborn 
take home packages, prenatal clinics, Help Me Grow programs, WIC 
programs and childbirth education classes in Ohio.  To date, we 
have provided over 56,000 infant t-shirts through these venues. 
 
In addition to the Infant Safe Sleep  Program mentioned above, these 
brochures are also distributed to health departments, health fairs, 
pediatricians, workshops and trainings.  Since the beginning of 
2006, over 140,550 brochures have been provided throughout the

A Farewell from Our Executive Director  
 
It is with mixed emotions that I have decided to leave the SID 
Network of Ohio  effective May 1 st of 2009. My 24 years of service to 
this organization has left an everlasting imprint on my heart and 
memories I will never forget. 
 
My decision to leave is a difficult one. In August of 1985, the death 
of my daughter, Allison Patricia, brought me to the NE Ohio SIDS 
Foundation (SID Network) as a volunteer to speak with and console 
those parents who had encountered the same tragedy as I did. 
 
Four years later I became an employee.  I have spoken to hundreds 
of parents and have seen many theories as to the cause of SIDS, but 
one thing still remains constant, the pain of  losing a child is an 
everlasting one and will never be forgotten. For me, it is still as 
strong today as it was then. 
 
During my last 5 years as Executive Director of the SID Network of 
Ohio, I have met and personally worked with many of our donors 
and supporters and I want to thank them all for their efforts in 
making the network what it is today.
